TOOLS REQUIRED 
 
Screw gun and drive bits (Phillips or square drive 
depending on screws). 
 
Alternatively nail guns for steel are available in the 
market - 30mm-50mm nails purpose made for 
shooting to steel up to 0.75mm gauge. 
 
 

DOOR JAMBS 
 
Ensure jambs are installed with packing to allow 
the jab to be plumbed correctly in position. 
 
 

ARCHITRAVES 
 
Nail architraves to door jambs and window reveals. 
The architrave may be fixed to the stud using 
threaded and drill point screws or purpose made 
nail gun if required.

SKIRTING BOARDS 
 
Screw skirting to steel framing. If either a pilot hole 
is drilled through skirting boards before installing 
screws, or alternatively, if wafer screws are used, it 
will help prevent a thread being formed in the 
skirting and pulling away from the wall during 
fixing.
